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DISTRIBUTION OF NORTH AMERICAN ODONATA. PART III:
CALOPTERYGIDAE, LESTIDAE, COENAGRIONIDAE, PROTONEURIDAE,
PLATYSTICTIDAE!

ABSTRACT: Dot-map presentations show the
distributions for species of five families of
Zygoptera in North America. Additional
comments, including subspecies information, are
provided for several species.

INTRODUCTION: Nearly a decade ago I
announced (Donnelly, 1994) the dot-map project,
which was conceived to show the distribution of

North American Odonata at the county level. The.

Anisoptera have been published as numbers I and II
of this series (Donnelly, 2004a, 2004b). Two
additional maps are included at the end of the
present map series: the map for Gomphus
parvidens was omitted from Part I and the map for
Brachymesia furcata lacked considerable data in
Part I1.

SUBSPECIES, AND SPECIES OF SPECIAL
INTEREST:

Lestes disjunctus and australis

These were discussed by Donnelly (2003). The
maps for disjunctus and australis show either
specimens examined during this compilation or
records whose attribution is highly probable. A
area contains records of “disjunctus” that could be
attributed to either species. These records are
shown on a separate map.

Lestes stultus

Recent unpublished discussions reveal that several
workers consider sfultus to be a color form of
dryas. The range of sfultus is shown as an inset
box in the Lestes dryas range map.

Amphiagrion abbreviatum and saucium

As discussed in Donnelly (2001), these species are
problematical. The ranges of typical abbreviatum
and saucium are shown delineated by gray bands.
The forms found in the center part of the continent
are either intermediates within a single species
(reducing abbreviatum as a western subspecies of
saucium) or represent a still unresolved taxonomic
problem.

Argia carlcooki

The lone US record is a photo (Behrstock et al,
2004). In view of the similarity of morphological
similarity of carlcooki and plana, the problem of

resolving this taxon photographically is not
resolved.

Argia fumipennis

The subspecies as defined by Gloyd (1968) are
delineated with gray lines.

Argia plana

The approximate boundary between blue and
purple forms is shown as a gray band.

Enallagma cyathigerum

In a large portion of the eastern range of this
species (shown as a gray patch) the majority of

specimens  collected are  morphologically
intermediate with vernale, as discussed by
Donnelly (2001).

Enallagma traviatum

The approximate boundary between the subspecies
traviatum and westfalli, as defined by Donnelly
(1973) are shown by a gray line.

Ischnura damula

A rtecord for Crawford Co. MO is considered a
stray and is not included here. According to Tim

‘Vogt (pers. comm.) the locality is a pond which has

been the subject of aquatic studies, in one of which
a larva might have been introduced.

Nehalennia pallidula

A record for Galveston Co. TX (Flint 2000) is
based on two females taken in 1918. The famous
1900 hurricane which devastated this community
came across the Gulf of Mexico from southern
Florida and might have brought with it the
progenitors of a short-lived Texas population.
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Protoneura cara

A record from Harris Co. TX (Bob Honig, pers.
comm.) is the only US record distant from the Hill
Country of central Texas. The specimen was found
in an aquatic garden, and possibly resulted from the
accidental introduction of a larva.

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For a project of this magnitude it is necessarily
impossible to acknowledge properly the manifold
contributions from the community of odonatists.

INTRODUCTION TO STATE DATA
SOURCES

For each state a recent published state account, if
available, is given, and for each Canadian province
reference not so treated, reference is made to the
three volumes by Walker and Corbet.

“Unpublished data” refers to data furnished to me
by the persons noted. In a great many cases the
same data, or equivalent records, were furnished by
more than one person. I have noted in each case
the first data source that 1 referenced; some donors
may not find their initials under the appropriate
state. Some museum collections are also noted. In
some cases, collections incidental to DSA or
GLOM meetings have been so recorded. The
attribution of received data is regrettably not
completely systematic!

“Other references” refer to the enumerated items in
the bibliography. Note that many of the data
included in the published list was first received by
me as unpublished data, thus creating some
redundancy. Some recently published data sets
which were previously available to me as
unpublished material are not included here.

INTRODUCTION TO BIBLIOGRAPHY

The following references were selected from a
larger file of North American Odonata references
for their specific distributional information. These
are references that will be of value for compilation
of detailed distributional information. References in
which states or provinces only were listed are
omitted from this file.

This file is not complete, nor have I seen every
reference in this file. The details of volume,
number, pagination, etc., are queried for a few of
these references. Some are from the regularly
published literature, many are theses or
dissertations whose availability will vary. Some
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are unpublished reports submitted to agencies of (12) Ahrens, Carsten, 1938, A list of dragonflies

one sort or another. A very few are simply
unpublished, including some which may appear on
the Web. I have not included URLs, as I find that
many of these are evanescent at best. The use of a
search engine will turn up many more lists, but the
reader is cautioned that some of the information on
the web is not reliable. (nor, indeed, is some of the
published information!)

The numbers for each reference refer to the
numbers given in the state data lists. Parentheses
after each reference give the states and provinces,
using the conventional postal codes. The reference
“GEN” means that the work is of a general nature
of broad geographic coverage. The term “**means
that geographic information is not available to me,
or that many states / provinces are included.
